There are significant costs associated with the event including School Hall hire, caretaking and the live Band which mean that we do need to sell a good number of tickets just to break even. Your help is therefore needed to sell those tickets. The proposed approach is that each family takes the responsibility to try and sell a table of 10 tickets. Ten numbered Tickets are included with this letter. It would be really helpful if you can sort out your tickets quite quickly, and return payment to Julie or Tracey. This is especially the case if we can sell many more than the 150 limit of the Theatre Hall, because we do have the option at this stage to switch to the Sports Hall. 

 

We also need your help to organise items for the Charity auction and the raffle. Last year the team members made a number of pledges which were auctioned on the night for things like dog walking or plant sitting etc. However, the complexity of the law surrounding child protection means that we are not making that request this year.

Instead, we are asking you to approach companies and contacts that you have who may be able to offer items that can be auctioned. Examples from local businesses might include meals, haircuts, car services, entry tickets etc. and going wider maybe larger gifts or signed items from famous people that would sell well at a charity auction.

To help, we have prepared a template letter and an additional leaflet that can be used in support. You need to add your own name & address at the top and the company name & address, as well as tailoring the final paragraph to make it clear what you are asking for.  We suggest when approaching companies in person that you still take along a prepared letter and leaflet. These documents are all available on the website.

 

We have discussed at length the inclusion of children at the event, and there was a strong consensus that we keep it an adult event. If there is sufficient interest from the younger members for a group fundraising disco, then perhaps another team could organise this as another event.
