7. Fundraising Ideas


i) Amy Steel and parents are organising a second bag pack at the Hatch Warren Sainsburys in Basingstoke. They are awaiting conformation of the date, when I know this I shall email you all.


ii) May Ball – There were four volunteers to begin organising this. Nigel Dyer, Helen Inglis, Shirley Davies and David Dinsdale. Sarah Kinsey will email Paul Bushell regarding availability of the halls in May and cost of hire. We could use Stubby (Johnny Blunden’s dad) as the disco? There was also the thought of whether it would be adults only or not?

Auction letters need to be written and sent asap if we are to get some good items for the May Ball. If each family could send off 3 letters to a famous person, TV show, sports team then hopefully we will be on our way to a successful auction. You could include a leaflet also if you thought this would help (see later item).


iii) Car Wash – Suggested and accepted. Although we will not have suitable insurance cover through the school so may need to rethink it being a whole group activity.


iv) Sports Day – the idea of a combined fete, sports competition and car boot sale was discussed and agreed by majority that this was a good idea in principle although more thought into the running and preparation would be needed. Some of the questions asked included; staffing of the tournaments, clashing with village and other school fetes, the actually man power required to run the competition and the fete, where the teams for the competitions would come from e.g. school, local football teams, what sports would be offered, the venues that would be needed to accommodate the sports. Sarah Kinsey will speak to James Lovegrove (Head of PE) regarding feeder schools and contacting them and possible use of equipment.

v) Talent Show – Parents had misgivings about the value of this event in terms of the organising and the funds we would raise. This event happens in school, in a slightly different form, anyway and Sarah Kinsey will talk to Chris Thorpe (Head of Music) and the team to discuss offering man power (pupils and me) in return for the funds raised by an event that would happen anyway. 


vi) Sponsored walk – Suggested for the Saturday 26th April is a walk from Whitchurch to Overton. Mrs Jacob offered to organise this. Concerns raised included; lack of safe path between Freefolk and Overton (footpaths need to be looked at), what would the water be carried in?
